
Management of Insect-Pest and Diseases of Juniper: A One Day Training 

Conducted at Reckongpeo, Kinnaur

For the benefit of farmers and frontline staff of Kinnaur Forest Division, Himalayan 

Forest Research Institute, Shimla organized a one day training programme on the 

“Management of Insect Pest and diseases of Juniper” at Reckongpeo, District Kinnaur 

on 10.03.2016. The training was attended by around 40 farmers & frontline staff of 

Kinnaur Forest Division, Himachal Pradesh. Dr. Pawan Kumar, Scientist, HFRI, Shimla 

and Coordinator of the said training at the outset welcomed the Chief Guest Sh. Angel 

Chauhan, DFO Kinnaur and participants. Sh. Angel Chauhan, while inaugurating the 

training addressed the gathering on issues and concerns related to Juniper regeneration and 

socio-economic importance of Juniper species in Distt. Kinnaur. He also emphasized that 

Juniper wood is used by the local people in fuel, religious ceremonies as far as Distt. 

Kinnaur and other tribal areas are concerned. He also shared other details, relevant to its 

uses. Dr. Ashwani Tapwal, Scientist, HFRI, Shimla stressed on effective disease 

management of Juniper seeds during nursery raising and delivered talk on „Diseases of 

conifers with emphasis on Juniper and their eco-friendly management‟. Dr. Pawan 

Kumar, Scientist highlighted the research and extension activities of HFRI besides, he also 

delivered the talk on Management of Insect pests of stored seeds and Nursery of 

Juniperus polycarpos. Sh. Pitamber Singh Negi, Scientist, HFRI, Shimla highlighted the 

issue of breaking dormancy of Juniper seeds during Nursery development - the 

breakthrough developed by HFRI, Shimla and shared his research experinces on „Seed 

technology and artificial regeneration technique of Juniperus polycarpos C. Koch 

(Himalayan pencil Cedar)‟. Sh. Pitamber Singh Negi, also presented his research work on 

Talispatra (Abies spectabilis) - an important high level conifer species of western 

Himalayas while delivering his talk on „Distribution and seed studies in Abies 

spectabilis. During Interactive session DFO, Kinnaur, participants and Scientists of HFRI, 

Shimla discussed various related issues and suggested suitable measures to tackle the 

problem of Juniper Species. At the culmination of the training programme, Dr. Pawan 

Kumar thanked DFO Kinnaur, all participants and resource persons and assured to conduct 

such training programmes in near future too.
